MINISTER REAFFIRMS SABAH’S PIVOTAL ROLE IN MALAYSIA’S ABSOLUTE 
EMISSIONS REDUCTION TARGETS UNDER NDC 3.0 

 

 
KOTA KINABALU, 5 MARCH 2026 – The Minister of Natural Resources and 

Environmental Sustainability (NRES), YB Dato' Sri Arthur Joseph Kurup, today 

highlighted the critical role of the Sabah State Government in achieving Malaysia’s 

third Nationally Determined Contributions (NDC 3.0) to the Paris Agreement. 

 

Speaking at the conclusion of the Communication, Education and Public Awareness 

(CEPA) session, the Minister emphasized that Malaysia is shifting from an emissions 

intensity target toward an absolute emissions reduction pathway. National greenhouse 

gas (GHG) emissions are expected to peak between 2029 and 2034, with a target to 

reduce emissions by 15 to 30 million tonnes of CO2 equivalent by 2035. 

 

A key milestone in this journey is the upcoming tabling of the National Climate Change 

Bill (RUUPIN), scheduled for the Second Session of Parliament in June 2026. The 

Minister noted that this federal framework will be closely harmonized with state-level 

enactments, such as the Sabah Climate Change and Carbon Governance Enactment 

2025, to ensure a mutually reinforcing legal ecosystem. 

 

In parallel, the Ministry is finalizing the National Carbon Market Policy (DPKK). This 

policy is intended to provide clear direction for carbon market mechanisms, enhancing 

environmental integrity and investor confidence while complementing Sabah’s 

localized carbon governance. 

 

"Sabah’s vast forest ecosystems and blue carbon resources place the state in a pivotal 

position to contribute meaningfully to both mitigation and adaptation goals," stated the 

Minister. He underscored that the alignment between federal instruments and state 



development blueprints like Sabah Maju Jaya 2.0 provides the policy certainty required 

to mobilize green investments. 

 

The strategy also includes the finalization of a Gender Action Plan and a Just 

Transition Action Plan to ensure climate action is inclusive and socially equitable. The 

CEPA session was supported by the United Nations Development Programme 

(UNDP) through the Climate Promise programme.

MENTERI TEGASKAN PERANAN PENTING SABAH DALAM SASARAN 
PENGURANGAN EMISI MUTLAK MALAYSIA DI BAWAH NDC 3.0 

 

 
KOTA KINABALU, 5 MAC 2026 – Menteri Sumber Asli dan Kelestarian Alam (NRES), 

YB Dato' Sri Arthur Joseph Kurup, hari ini menekankan peranan kritikal Kerajaan 

Negeri Sabah dalam menjayakan Siri Ketiga Nationally Determined Contributions 

(NDC 3.0) Malaysia kepada Perjanjian Paris. 

 

Berucap sewaktu sesi penutup Komunikasi, Pendidikan dan Kesedaran Awam 

(CEPA), Menteri menegaskan bahawa Malaysia kini beralih daripada sasaran intensiti 

pelepasan kepada pengurangan pelepasan gas rumah kaca (GHG) secara mutlak. 

Pelepasan GHG negara dijangka mencapai tahap puncak antara tahun 2029 hingga 

2034, dengan sasaran pengurangan pelepasan GHG sebanyak 15 hingga 30 juta tan 

setara CO2 menjelang tahun 2035. 

 

Satu mercu tanda penting dalam perjalanan ini ialah pembentangan Rang Undang-

Undang Perubahan Iklim Negara (RUUPIN) yang dijadualkan pada Sidang Kedua 

Parlimen pada Jun 2026. Menteri menyatakan bahawa kerangka persekutuan ini akan 

diselaraskan secara rapat dengan enakmen peringkat negeri, seperti Enakmen 

Perubahan Iklim dan Tadbir Urus Karbon Sabah 2025, bagi memastikan ekosistem 

perundangan yang saling memperkukuh. 

 

Pada masa yang sama, Kementerian sedang memuktamadkan Dasar Pasaran 

Karbon Kebangsaan (DPKK). Dasar ini bertujuan memberikan hala tuju jelas bagi 

mekanisme pasaran karbon, meningkatkan integriti alam sekitar dan keyakinan 

pelabur, di samping melengkapi tadbir urus karbon sedia ada di Sabah. 

 

 



“Ekosistem hutan Sabah yang luas serta sumber karbon biru meletakkan negeri ini 

pada kedudukan penting untuk menyumbang secara bermakna kepada matlamat 

mitigasi dan adaptasi," kata Arthur. Beliau menggariskan bahawa penyelarasan 

antara instrumen persekutuan dan pelan pembangunan negeri seperti Sabah Maju 

Jaya 2.0 memberikan kepastian dasar yang diperlukan untuk menggembleng 

pelaburan hijau. 

 

Strategi ini turut merangkumi pemuktamadan Pelan Tindakan Gender dan Pelan 

Tindakan Peralihan Adil bagi memastikan tindakan iklim adalah inklusif dan saksama 

dari segi sosial. Sesi CEPA ini mendapat sokongan daripada United Nations 

Development Programme (UNDP) melalui program Climate Promise.
